Institutional performance in times of pandemic: Policies in Latin America to fight Covid-
19 in light of the SDG 16

Alejandra Maria Gonzalez (Part-time lecturer, Nanzan University)

Covid-19 has struck the world and humanity in ways never imaginable. This study
reviews the policies taken by Latin American countries to tackle the deadly virus based
on the sustainable development goal (SDG) 16: Peace, Justice, and Strong Institutions.
The study provides a review of the SDG 16 specifically the two targets aimed at reducing
corruption and bribery and the creation of effective, accountable, and transparent

institutions. The direct relationship of SDG 16 and the institutional performance in
6



dealing with Covid-19 in Latin America is reviewed. The study identifies exposure of
vulnerable and weak institutions, cracked health systems, inequality in receiving
assistance, poverty and economic crisis amid the deadly virus, lack of transparency in
government spending, and violations to human rights and democratic values.

Specific cases on policies imposed by the governments of Brazil, Honduras, and Bolivia
are reviewed. Corruption cases such as fraud, embezzlement, price gouging, illicit acts
in procuring drugs, testing kits, and medical equipment, including mobile hospitals are
identified and analyzed. The study will also highlight Latin American cases in which
countries such as Uruguay have contained the pandemic as compared to other Latin
American countries.

At last strategic ways on how to strengthen institutions, clear out corruption and
improve the dealing of the pandemic in effective and transparent ways are specifically
proposed so that the SDG 16 can be achieved by 2030.

Spatial dependence and regional convergence

This panel session discusses the role of spatial dependence in shaping development
outcomes. Analyses that account for the role of space and geographical location provide
new insights and help inform the design and monitoring of regional development policies.
In this session, three working papers are discussed. The first paper is entitled “Human
Capital Constraints, Spatial Dependence, and Regionalization in Bolivia: A Spatial
Clustering Approach” This paper evaluates the spatial distribution of five human capital
constraints and proposes a new geographical configuration of Bolivia based on those
constraints. The second paper is entitled “Social and Economic Disparities in South
America: A Spatial Convergence Approach”. This paper evaluates the dynamics of a new
subnational human development index, and contrast them with the dynamics of income
per capita. The main message of the paper is that spatial dependence and spatial
heterogeneity are key factors for understanding socioeconomic inequality at the regional
level in South America. The third paper is entitled “Spatial Beta-Convergence and
Forecasting Models: Evidence from Municipal Homicide Rates in Colombia”. This paper
evaluates the space-time dynamics of homicide rates in Colombia and highlights that
spatial dynamics are useful for both understanding temporal dynamics and designing

more accurate forecasting methods.
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
